Proposal for Washington State Omaha System Users Group 

Assumptions: 
1. Data collection is secondary to ease of documentation 

· WA State Pathways guide practice and standardize data collection for all agencies, but will not interfere with ability to provide client services. 
· WA State Pathways are minimal standards, including a minimal number of Targets and Client Specific Information 
· Individual Agency Pathways will include the WA State Pathway and additional Targets and Client Specific Information as desired for local data collection and intervention protocols. 
· Individual providers will add additional Targets and Client Specific Information as needed for individual clients and as allowed by agency protocols. 
2. Universal Problems for Adult and Child clients 
· Every adult client will be opened to one of the following Universal Problems:  Caretaking/Parenting, Pregnancy, or Post Partum 

· Every child client will be opened to the Universal Problem: Growth and Development 

3. Assessment of Core Problems 
· Every adult client will be assessed for the WA State Core Problems:  Abuse (adult), Health Care Supervision (adult), Income, Mental Health, Substance Use 

· Every child client will be assessed for the WA State Core Problems:  Abuse (child), Health Care Supervision (child), Neglect 
4. WA State Pathways use standardized Target and Client Specific Information wording for each WA State Core Problem 

· Each Universal Problem Pathway will assess either 5 adult Core Problems or 3 child Core Problems 

· Each Core Problem will be assessed through use of standardized wording for one Target and one Client Specific Information under the Surveillance Category of the Universal Problem Pathway 

5. KBS scoring for each client 

· KBS scores will be determined at least initially and at closure for the appropriate Universal Problem  
· For the 5 adult Core Problems or the 3 child Core Problems:  KBS scores will be determined only if the problem is identified as an actual problem with identified signs/symptoms. 
Process: 

1. Select the one appropriate Universal Problem for the client.

2.  Assess Core Problems under the Surveillance Category of the appropriate Universal Problem Pathway
3. If a Core Problem is assessed as an actual problem, the Core Problem Pathway is opened for that client and KBS scores will be determined.
